The survey results point out that the syllabus is need-based.45% of students stated that
the syllabi have a well-defined and clear aims and objectives and 50% of students stated it as
very good and 5% stated it as good. 65% of students stated the availability of reference
material for course content is excellent and 25% of students stated it as very good and 10%
stated it as good. Overall analysis shows the reference material is available to students.40%
of students opined the size of the syllabus in terms of the load on the students need to be

curtailed.
